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Land Application Training Center — A Field Based Classroom
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More and more professionals have to be licensed or certified to perform activities related to soil and the environ-
ment. Many certification programs have been solely based on classroom instruction with no field experience. We
saw this as a gap in training that could lead to problems with implementation and job performance. As a result
we developed a field based training center to assist with both certification training and continuing education of
environmental professionals. The center broke ground in 1997 and has expanded over the years to include soils
and waste application, wetland restoration, and sediment and erosion control demonstrations. This presentation
describes the individual components and outlines the courses offered at the training center.
