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The project CrowdWater (www.crowdwater.ch) explores opportunities for public involvement in hydrological
observations. The project uses a “geocaching” type approach with the help of smartphones. Citizens can find
existing sites and participate in the collection of hydrological data (stream water level, streamflow and soil
moisture) using a smartphone app. The app also allows citizens to set up new sites. On this poster we present and
discuss the first version of the CrowdWater app.
